For the Aegean Bronze Age gold finger rings immediately call to mind the many gold signet rings and
impressions thereof on clay sealings from both Crete and the Greek mainland; such items continue to be
found in new excavations. The numerous seal impressions demonstrate that the rings were primarily used
for administrative purposes. These are excluded from the present study, which focuses instead on the non-
sphragistic decorated finger rings that occur less frequently. The author has attempted to assemble as
many examples as possible. Often it proved difficult to decide what should be included and excluded.
However, most types and variations are represented in the catalogue. The present study also encompasses
rings from Cyprus that are somehow related to examples from the Aegean. The inclusion of Cypriot rings in
the present study is restricted to those examples which show some kind of possible relation with Aegean
ones, mainly rings with insets of some kind in bezel cloisons. Often it is difficult, if not impossible, to
determine whether a ring is of Aegean or Cypriot manufacture.

This volume explores the ways local communities perceive, experience, and interact with
archaeological sites in Greece, as well as with the archaeologists and government officials who construct
and study such places. In so doing, it reveals another side to sites that have been revered as both birthplace
of Western civilization and basis of the modern Greek nation. The conceptual terrain of those who live near
such sites is complex and furrowed with ambivalence, confusion, and resentment. For many local residents,
these sites are gated enclaves, unexplained and off limits, except when workers are needed.

While cleavages between residents and archaeologists have received attention elsewhere, they have
been little examined in Greece, where they are often masked by sweeping statements on the glory of
antiquity that overlook the extent to which ordinary Greeks have become disconnected from these places
in their midst. The complexity of this situation, freighted as it is with two centuries of archaeological
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practice, is explored in this volume from multiple viewpoints and with respect to sites from prehistoric to
Ottoman and beyond. Several chapters trace the origins of the disconnection between archaeological sites
and communities, relating it to the ways in which early travelers appropriated sites for their own purposes,
the subsequent move of archaeology onto the slippery slope created by the travelers, and the concurrent
depiction of Greek peasants as passive and uninformed. Other chapters chronicle the active ways in which
communities have contested the development and representation of particular sites and even sometimes
created alternative landscapes with other points of entry to the valued Greek past. Still others recount and
assess recent archaeological efforts to reconnect residents to the sites in their midst. Archaeology in Situ
will be of particular value to those interested in modern Greek studies, Greek archaeology, Classics, public
archaeology, archaeological ethics, anthropology, culture heritage management, material culture studies,

tourism studies, and travel literature.
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The subject of this study is middle-Minoan fine ware, also known as ‘Kamares’-ware. Earlier scholars
were adapting typological and stylistic results for psychological explanations and therefore the meanings of
motifs on vases from the point of view of the perceptions of the original artists and the users of their
vessels have been misunderstood. The author presents a catalogue of motifs that can be established as
ancient units of thought by means of various criteria. This panorama of motifs is introduced according to
the nature of their use on vessels. These include examples of vessel-specific (connecting the surface of the
vessel and the image space), representative, contextualizing, informational, imitative, syntactic,
‘accentualizing’, and general indicative characteristics. This catalogue of motifs leads to a better
understanding of the differentiated forms of expression in Middle Minoan ornament. On the basis of this
compilation of motifs quintessential new themes can be discussed (among them play, symbolism and
symmetry) and thus contributing to an ‘ornamentic’ value of motif and vessel. The appendix offers an
overview of motifs designated by the author and shows a selection of vessels central to the present

argument.
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The Philistines and Aegean Migration at the End of the Late

The author examines the early history of the biblical Philistines who were among the ‘Sea Peoples’
who migrated from the Aegean area to the Levant during the early twelfth century BC. Creating an
archaeological narrative of the migration of the Philistines, he combines an innovative theoretical
framework on the archaeology of migration with new data from excavations in Greece, Turkey, Cyprus,
Syria, Lebanon, and Israel and thereby reconstructs the social history of the Aegean migration to the
southern Levant. The author follows the story of the migrants from the conditions that caused the
Philistines to leave their Aegean homes, to their movement eastward along the sea and land routes, to

their formation of a migrant society in Philistia and their interaction with local populations in the Levant.

Based on the most up-to-date evidence, this book offers a new and fresh understanding of the arrival of the

Philistines in the Levant.
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During the last century’s archaeological investigations of the advanced Bronze Age culture maintained
by the so-called Minoans on the island of Crete, a number of tombs dated to the Late Minoan period and
containing weapons have been discovered in the surroundings of the site of Knossos. The tombs are not
confined to a certain area or cemetery, but are rather dispersed around the Palace and town. Although
they are characterised by their weapons, other artefacts — such as bronze vessels and certain pottery types
— also distinguish these tombs. The tombs are of three types: chamber tombs with long dromoi, shaft
graves and pit-caves. Various labels have been designated for them: tombs with weapons, warrior tombs,
warrior graves and weapon-tombs. The warrior graves are often discussed in relation to the question of
when the Mycenaeans arrived in Crete. Most scholars agree that a Mycenaean presence or power in Crete
existed in the Late Bronze Age, but when their arrival would have taken place has not yet enjoyed
consensus. Previous scholarship raises a number of questions that are dealt with in this work in relation to
the funerary landscape at Knossos, including: to what degree do the burial customs in fact change in LM II,
and what about the mainland influences? If the archaeological material points in that direction, how are we
to understand such a transformation of the mortuary practices? Would this indicate an ethnic change? If,
on the other hand, the material points towards a gradual process beginning already in LM | or earlier, with
elements of mainland traits, what would that indicate? The tombs, shaft graves and pit-caves of Knossos
are re-examined in an attempt to put answers to these intriguing questions.
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The idea to hold a conference for postgraduate students and young scholars conducting research on
Cypriot Archaeology was inspired in 2001 by Dr Kirsi Lorenz, at the time a PhD student at the University of
Cambridge and now currently Research Coordinator at the Cyprus Institute. At the early stages of the
Postgraduate Cypriot Archaeology (POCA) Conference, the meetings were largely informal in character and
were addressed to postgraduate students mostly from the United Kingdom. The turning point in the history
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of POCA was the conference held at Trinity College in Dublin, in 2005, which served to transform the idea of
POCA and established it as an international gathering of postgraduate students and young researchers
working on Cypriot Archaeology.

POCA 2007 took place in Nicosia between the 18th to 21st October 2007. The keynote lecture was
delivered by Professor James D. Muhly entitled ““Ten kings of the land of ladnana in the midst of the sea”:
Greeks and “lonians” in Early Iron Age Cyprus’. The conference encompassed 24 presentations by
postgraduate students and young researchers from a number of Institutions and Universities in the United
Kingdom, France, Italy, Belgium, Germany and the United States. The papers, which were organised
chronologically in eight sessions, extended over millennia of Cyprus’ history, from the earliest prehistory to
the medieval period. They comprised archaeological, anthropological and palaeopathological approaches to

the material culture of ancient Cyprus. A lively discussion followed each paper.
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The study at hand presents a new evaluation of the data and our understanding of the political landscape in

Greece during the Late Bronze Age, especially during the fourteenth and thirteenth centuries BC. Over the last

several years there has been a flood of new publications on this topic, in popular magazines, monographs, and
scholarly publications. It seemed time to bring together the various different views and to evaluate them. During
this effort, the author increasingly came to see the Mycenaean world as a unified state, a concept that, as a
result of his research, has become the main argument of this work. His thesis is the existence of a large territorial
entity covering most of the Greek mainland, the isles in the Aegean, and the center on the Anatolian west coast
that was later known as Miletus. This entity was known as Ahhiyawa to the Hittites and as Tanaju to the

Egyptians, and Mycenae, its capital, was its focus of economic, political, and ritual life.
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The impact of long-distance exchange on the developing cultures of Bronze Age Greece has been a
subject of debate since Schliemann’s discovery of the Shaft Graves at Mycenae. In Mycenaean Greece,
Mediterranean Commerce, and the Formation of Identity, Bryan E. Burns offers a new understanding of the
effects of Mediterranean trade on Mycenaean Greece by considering the possibilities represented by the
traded objects themselves in their Mycenaean contexts. A range of imported artefacts were distinguished
by their precious material, uncommon style, and foreign writing, signalling their status as tangible evidence
of connections beyond the Aegean. The consumption of these exotic symbols spread beyond the highest
levels of society and functioned as symbols of external power sources. Burns argues that the consumption
of exotic items thus enabled the formation of alternate identities and the resistance of palatial power.
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2.1. ‘The distribution of the Late Helladic IlIA-B ivory helmeted heads’
Angelos Papadopoulos
Talanta XL-XLI (2008-2009) [2010]: 7-24.
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Ivory artifacts, produced by the specialized palatial workshops during the Late Helladic IIIA-B
(14th-13th century BC) were found in great numbers and in a variety of areas within the Aegean
region. A small group of them consists of representations of the head and neck of male individuals that
wear the boar’s tusk helmet. This type of helmet was a popular iconographic motif in the Aegean
iconographic repertoire of the Late Bronze Age. The majority of them was discovered in Crete and the
mainland, but two pieces were found in Sardinia and Cyprus, making the discussion of the distribution
of these objects a very interesting subject concerning interconnections, exchange of ideas and the
symbolism of these specific imagery. In the scholarship, several studies have dealt with these objects
in various publications, but up to this date the only one that focused solely on these objects is the
research published by Krzyszkowska in 1991.

As a result, the current study deals with the iconographic elements of the objects focusing on the
military elements and the greater picture that these heads can provide up to this date. Another
objective is to show that these representations were meant to portray and highlight the helmets
themselves and that, as they were most likely inlays attached on wooden objects, they were luxurious
items used initially by elites; therefore the chosen iconography was not a random one, but the martial
character of the inlays and, as an extension of the wooden item, could have been an ideological koinos
topos between the members of the elite(s) who were very aware of what they had in their possession.
In other words, it will be attempted to comment on the possibility of the existence of a certain
exchange mechanism used by the elites in the Aegean and beyond, in order to acquire objects of
common artistic and symbolic value.

2.2. ‘An ‘Eteocretan’ inscription from Praisos and the homeland of the Sea Peoples’
Luuk de Ligt
Talanta XL-XLI (2008-2009) [2010]: 151-172.
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The whereabouts of the homeland or homelands of the so-called Sea Peoples have been endlessly
debated. This article re-examines this problem by looking at one of the ‘Eteocretan’ inscriptions from
the town of Praisos. It is argued that this text is written in an Indo-European language belonging to the
Oscan-Umbrian branch of the ltalic language family. Based on this finding it is suggested that this
language must have arrived in eastern Crete during the Late Bronze Age, when Mycenaean rulers
recruited groups of mercenaries from Sicily, Sardinia and various parts of the Italian peninsula. When
the Mycenaean state system collapsed around 1200 BC, some of these groups moved to the northern
Aegean, to Cyprus and to the coastal districts of the Levant. It is also suggested that this reconstruction
explains the presence of an Etruscan-speaking community in sixth-century-BC Lemnos. An interesting
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corollary of this theory is that the Sea Peoples were present in the Mycenaean world some
considerable time before its collapse in the early twelfth century.

2.3. ‘New light on the Ship Fresco from Late Bronze Age Thera’

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The wall paintings from the ancient town of Akrotiri on the island of Thera, part of the Santorini
island group, are among the most precious and well-preserved artworks of Late Bronze Age Aegean.
The West House at Akrotiri has yielded a miniature fresco frieze depicting ships sailing from one
harbour to another. Since the time of its discovery (1971) it has been the subject of many different
interpretations. A geological approach in combination with archaeological research and satellite
technology has enabled us to demonstrate that the two fresco harbours were probably situated on the
inner side of the caldera of Santorini. Furthermore, the archaeological sites of Ballos, excavated in
1870, and Raos, currently under excavation, might be recognisable on the fresco. Thus we consider
that the ship fresco shows a local procession of ships at Santorini.

This paper begins with an overview of the bronze headbands from the prehistoric (Late Bronze to
Early Iron Age) burial tumulus of Lofkénd in Albania, which were found among the richest tombs of the
cemetery, all of them of young females or children. It is argued that these individuals represent a class
of the special dead, those who have not attained a critical rite de passage: marriage. In their funerary
attire these individuals go to the grave as brides, married to death. The significance of the Lofkénd
headbands is reviewed, as is their shape and decoration, but it is their context that contributes to a
better understanding of Aegean examples, including the many bronze, gold, and silver headbands
found in tombs from the Early Bronze Age through the Early Iron Age, as well as those dedicated as
votive offerings in sanctuaries. In addition to discussing the evidence for headbands in the Aegean and
much of southeast Europe, this paper also attempts to uncover the word used in this early period in
Greece for these distinctive items of personal ornament.

The light, two-wheeled chariot, which makes its appearance in the Near East and Eastern
Mediterranean during the second millennium BC, is often seen as a hallmark of the great states and
internationalism characteristic of the Late Bronze Age (c. 1600-1150 BC). Chariots are credited with
revolutionizing warfare, hunting, and transportation, as well as providing a new emblem of royal and elite
status. Numerous studies have documented the physical and mechanical apparatus of these chariots and
have discussed them on a broad level within the spheres of military and diplomatic engagement and on a
more specific level in terms of the regionalized construction. However, their ideological, sociological and
representational significance in Late Bronze Age interactions has typically been glossed over or taken as
monolithic across all regions. This study takes a close look at the surviving evidence from archaeology, texts
and images to probe more deeply the symbolic role of the chariot during this ‘international’ age. The pan-
Near Eastern and Eastern Mediterranean interest in chariots during this period comes to the fore, but with
clear regional patterns in each culture’s rhetorical deployment of the vehicle.

Typically, studies of the Late Bronze Age either focus on a specific region like Cyprus or Mitanni,
emphasizing its regional and local peculiarities, or they examine all the regions as participants in a singular
sphere of international interaction, producing a fairly homogenized international map of the entire Near
East and Eastern Mediterranean. Even if the regions occupy different levels of power and influence within
the sphere, the assumption is one of a common ‘cultural’ language of engagement. Both of these
approaches are valid, yet they tend to compartmentalize and divorce the aspects of the local and the
international, which in reality were constantly in dialogue and tension with one another. Our study of
chariots, which sees them as both international and regional, opens up a new avenue for understanding
this dynamic.

Tell el Dab‘a (Avaris) is situated along what was, in ancient times, the eastern bank of the most
easterly branch of the Nile Delta. The settlement would have been surrounded by channels and basins,
with natural inlets perfect for harbours. To this strategic location - en route to the East and next to a river
course leading to the Mediterranean -Aegean artists were apparently brought to paint the walls of Egyptian
palaces. Excavation of the area which yielded these paintings - near the modern village of Ezbet Helmi - has
continued since their discovery in 1990, directed by Manfred Bietak of the University of Vienna, under the
auspices of the Austrian Academy of Sciences. Publication of the remarkable Bulls Frieze, by Manfred
Bietak, Nanno Marinatos and Clairy Palyvou, appeared in 2007. From the same deposit, and surely from the
same iconographic programme, came numerous fragments of a Hunt Frieze, with felines, human hunters,
dogs and prey, all within rocky and riverine landscapes. The articles in this volume on leopards and griffin
(Morgan) and lions (Nanno Marinatos) constitute the preliminary publication of the feline hunters. As such,
reconstructions and conclusions, particularly in relation to the landscape and prey, are tentative and will be
open to modification as the work progresses towards the final publication of the Hunt. Both friezes were
found thrown into a dump at the entrance ramp to Palace F (H/1), a small ceremonial building within a
larger palatial compound, in the Ezbet Helmi area of the excavation. Only the foundations have survived,
with casemate substructures filled with brick and earth to form a platform on which the palace was built. A
ramp led up to a courtyard with columns, which in turn led to the palatial rooms. A large lake lay between
Palace F and the larger Palace G to the south (where remains of paintings were also recovered).
Stratigraphic analysis places the construction of the buildings within the early Tuthmoside period, making
the earliest possible date for the paintings Tuthmosis |, the latest Hatshepsut - early Tuthmosis Il1.

A single griffin, on a scale with the lions and leopards, was found amongst the fragments of
Aegean wall paintings dumped outside Palace F at Tell el Dab‘a in the early Tuthmoside period. Like
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the other felines, the griffin must have been a predator in the Hunt Frieze. Most of the head is
preserved, the beak, and part of the wing. Other small fragments identified as belonging to the griffin
are the edge of the far wing and three pieces of legs. All are against a yellow ochre background, very
slightly darker than the usual yellow and with well-preserved surface, slightly waxy to the touch.

Over three dozen fragments of lions have been identified in the material from Tell el Dab‘a, all
found together in a dump in sector H/I. While their precise location within the palace is impossible to
identify, some facts are clear. The lions and leopards belonged to a set of friezes all of which dealt with
the theme of predatory hunt. This composition, in turn, was related to a frieze of human hunters and
dogs engaged in ungulate hunt. Finally, all these compositions were stylistically and thematically
associated to the frieze of bull leaping. The unifying element -apart from the homogenous style - is the
landscape. The lions are very incompletely preserved. Although many fragments exist, the joins are
disappointingly few. Nevertheless, important information has been yielded by the preserved pieces.

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Death of Hans-Giinter Buchholz
24 June 2011

With much sadness we have learned that Hans-
Giinter Buchholz, Professor Emeritus of Giessen
University, passed away peacefully at the age of 91
on Friday 24 June at his home in Langgodns,
Germany. Buchholz was born on 24 December
1919 in Firstenwalde/Spree (Berlin). He started to
study Archaeology and Ancient History as a
prisoner of war in the US and received his PhD
1949 in Kiel (“Kretische Doppelaxt”, published
1959). His vast research interests, esp. in Cypriot,
Mycenaean and Minoan Archaeology are reflected
in publications as “Agiische Bronzezeit” (1987),
Altdgdis und Altkypros” (together with V.
Karageorghis, 1971, and translated into English
“Prehistoric Greece and Cyprus” (1973). His
research on “Methymna” (1975) served as his
‘Habilitation’ for the professorship in Berlin (1966-
1968). Since 1969 until his retirement in 1985, he
was full professor and director of the
Archaeological Institut of the Justus-Liebig-
University Giessen. Many important articles and
books followed, under them “Ugarit, Zypern und
Agéis. Kulturbeziehungen im zweiten Jahrtausend
v. Chr. (1999)“ and "Der Werkstoff Holz und seine
Nutzung im ostmediterranen Altertum® (2004).
Recently, his substantial study on Homeric warfare
,Kriegswesen” (2010) was published as part of the
“Archaeologia Homerica”, the series which he
edited from 1967 on. Buchholz excavated at
Tamassos (Cyprus) from 1970 to 1981 (“Tamassos.
Ein antiker Stadtstaat im Bergbaugebiet von
Zypern. Vol. I: Die Nekropolen |, Il und IlI“, Mlinster
2010).

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Death of Professor Pierre Carlier

We have the great sadness to announce the death
of Professor Pierre Carlier (62 years) Monday 25
July 2011. Pierre Carlier was professor in Ancient
History in Strasbourg, Nancy, and then Nanterre
university and also lectured at the Ecole Normale
Supérieure. His double training in political sciences
and classical philology laid the foundations of a
remarkable scholarship which already in 1984
resulted in his influential monograph La Royauté en
Gréce avant Alexandre. His vast scholarship since
then includes specialized works on Mycenaean
epigraphy and ancient history as well as
publications on Homer and Demosthenes.

In recent years he devoted an important part of
his teaching and research time to the study of
Aristotle. Last autumn, as secrétaire général of the
Comité International Permanent  d’Etudes
Mycéniennes, he organised the 13th mycenological
colloquium in Paris with great success. All those
who were lucky to know him will miss scholarly
discussions with him as well as his company. Pierre
Carlier was a dedicated scholar, and also a
passionate teacher. He was a true intellectual and
a generous person. He was particularly devoted to
training young scholars, which he kept helping until
the very last weeks of his life; a long list of
students on master, PhD and post-doctoral level
benefited from and enjoyed his lucid remarks and
analyses. We were fortunate to be among them.

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Obituary of Professor John Evans

Professor John Evans, who died on July 4 aged 86,
served as director of the Institute of Archaeology
(now part of University College London) from 1973
to 1989 and won renown for his research into the
prehistory of the Mediterranean, especially the
prehistoric cultures of Malta. He excavated several
key megalithic sites in Malta during the 1940s and
1950s, and in 1952 was invited by the Royal
University of Malta to prepare a catalogue of the
National Museum collections in Valletta and to
oversee archaeological fieldwork on the island.
Based at Valletta Museum, he painstakingly
compiled catalogues of prehistoric material housed
in the museum and at prehistoric sites in Malta and
Gozo.

In 1900 the British archaeologist Arthur Evans
began excavating some ancient ruins at Knossos on
the island of Crete.

in honour of Crete's legendary king he named it the
Minoan Civilisation. The 'Minoans' flourished for
twelve centuries, and their civilisation was at its
height around three and a half thousand years ago,
when they built elaborate palaces all over the
island. They were sophisticated builders and
artists, and appear to have invented one of the
world's earliest writing systems. Since Evans's
discoveries a hundred years ago, we have learnt
much about Minoan society, religion and culture -
but much still remains mysterious.

A recent BBC docu-drama called 'Atlantis'
recreated the last days of the Bronze Age
civilisation on the island of Thera (how known as
Santorini), that I've meant to blog about for a while
now.

The New Swedish Cyprus Expedition 2011

The twelfth century settlement of the important
Late Cypriote harbour city of Hala Sultan Tekke has
been explored since the 1970s. The main objective
of the resumed excavations at Hala Sultan Tekke at
this time is the investigation and determination of
the complete occupational sequence of pre-12th
century levels. The choice of the precise spot for
excavation within the recently extended Area 6 has
been guided by a ground-penetrating radar survey
(GPR) which was successfully carried out in 2010
during the first season of this project (see
http://www.fischerarchaeology.se/?page id=534).
This survey led to the discovery of a large Late
Cypriote complex, which was further exposed from
26 April to 27 May 2011. Additional high-precision
GPS-measurements were carried out in order to
correct plans from the old excavations.

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The making of the Cretan landscape
22-28 April 2012

This short field-course offers a unique opportunity
to explore the ecology of central Crete and the
historical development of its landscape with
Professor Oliver Rackham, a world expert on the
island and its environment. Designed for those
with a professional interest and the interested
amateur alike, there will be a maximum of ten
participants. Over five days of intensive study,
participants will explore a range of urban and rural
environments. Beginning in the Knossos
archaeological zone (where we will examine the
sites themselves, introduced plants and their
problems, and the Edwardian garden of the Villa
Ariadne created by the excavator of Knossos, Sir
Arthur Evans), we will then consider the
countryside immediately beyond, with its variety of
native and introduced plants. Field trips will be
made to the southern plain of the Mesara,
exploring its strip-cultivation and the different
terrains (maquis, phrygana, steppe) visible en
route, and into the mountain plateau of Lasithi
with its Venetian field-system, open savannah and
giant plane-trees. The course will conclude with
examination of the urban ecology of Herakleion
and the flora of its Venetian walls. Intending
participants should consult O. Rackham and J.

(1996).
