In 1932 he was awarded the Henry Florence Bursary, which enabled him to travel to Italy, 
Greece, Turkey, Syria and Egypt and to study ancient architectural remains; the results of his studies were 
published as Hellenistic Architecture: An Introductory Study in 1936. He died in a skating accident on 1
