The question of “Rich and Poor”, in other words of social inequality is, as shown by a
glance at the newspapers, a highly topical issue. At the same time it is one of the
fundamental questions of human communities. At least since the beginning of recorded
history, social inequality which arises from the varying distribution of goods, is attested
in astonishing stridency across all epochs. Right at the beginning of documented human
history inequality and steep social hierarchies were the rule rather than the exception.
Already the oldest recorded human myth - the Epic of Gilgamesh - shows that this
condition was also seen as a fundamental social problem. Since then, numerous models
have been developed to compensate for inequality without making it disappear. To this
day it is to a greater or lesser degree still part of the reality of social life. An assessment
of human history based solely on historical facts can always only reflect the mainstream
of state conditioned images of history and concepts of life. Only the study of preliterate
cultures by social and cultural anthropology and archaeology allows an extension and
thus also a corrective to this state perspective which is astoundingly similar regardless of
the respective systems. Hence, archaeological and anthropological documents provide a
particularly suitable basis for the crucial issues: did the concept of “Rich and Poor” exist
always and everywhere; Were or are certain power structures related to it?

Thankfully, numerous colleagues have followed the Call for Papers in 2015 and
participated with a presentation or a poster in the g Archaeological Conference of
Central Germany “Rich and Poor. Competing for resources in prehistory”. Fortunately,
the collected essays can once again be presented as a publication within one year in
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time for the next congress meeting. It turns out that the methodology, the sources, and
as a result the answers and problems of the various disciplines are naturally quite
different. The notion of being able to provide answers to the questions identified in the
last paragraph with this volume would thus be presumptuous. Instead, in this
publication primarily an attempt is made to make aware the potential of archaeological
and anthropological reports. A systematic consideration of the scientific insights
presented here can, however, contribute to new and more comprehensive answers.

The historic village of lklaina is located approximately 14 km to the northeast of the
modern town of Pylos. As early as 1909 Konstantinos Kourouniotis had reported ancient
tools from the area, but it was not until 1954 that lklaina became the object of targeted
archaeological exploration. In July of that year Spyridon Marinatos came to the location
Traghanes, about 2 km to the west of the village, to investigate reports of ancient
artifacts found by the locals in their fields. During a four-day excavation he unearthed
impressive finds, including thick walls, parts of a Cyclopean building, fragments of
painted plaster, and copious amounts of Mycenaean pottery. Marinatos never returned
to Iklaina and the site was left unexplored until the early 1990s, when Professor George
Korres recommended that Michael Cosmopoulos continue its exploration. A preliminary
reconnaissance was conducted in summer of 1997 and the Iklaina Archaeological Project
(IKAP) was established later that year. Because lklaina had been identified previously as
one of the district capitals of the Mycenaean state of Pylos, the main objectives were to
test this identification and then use lklaina and the Pylian state as a case study for the
investigation of the processes of state formation in Mycenaean Greece following a
“bottom-up” approach - that is not from the perspective of the main palace, but from
that of non-palatial settlements.

A first priority was to conduct a regional survey in order to place the site in its wider
context and assess its standing in relation to other Mycenaean settlements in the area.
The present volume presents the methods and results of that survey, conducted over
the course of eight field seasons (1999-2006). Annual reports appeared in the Praktika
of the Athens Archaeological Society for those years, but the final publication was put
on hold because full-scale excavation followed immediately on the heels of the survey;
this presented the archaeologists with an opportunity to not only compare the survey
results to those of the excavation, but also to recover stratified pottery that would allow
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them to understand and date more efficiently the ceramics encountered during the

survey.

The Iklaina Archaeological Project is conducted under the auspices of the Athens

Archaeological Society.
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Since its rediscovery in the early 20" century, through spectacular finds such as those by
Sir Arthur Evans at Knossos, Minoan Crete has captured the imagination not only of
archaeologists but also of a wider public. This is shown, among other things, by its
appearance and uses in a variety of modern cultural practices: from the innovative
dances of Sergei Diaghilev and Ted Shawn, to public and vernacular architecture,
psychoanalysis, literature, sculpture, fashion designs, and even neo-pagan movements,
to mention a few examples.

Cretomania is the first volume entirely devoted to such modern responses to (and uses
of) the Minoan past. Although not an exhaustive and systematic study of the reception
of Minoan Crete, it offers a wide range of intriguing examples and represents an original
contribution to a thus far underexplored aspect of Minoan studies: the remarkable
effects of Minoan Crete beyond the narrow boundaries of recondite archaeological
research.

The volume is organised in three main sections: the first deals with the conscious,
unconscious, and coincidental allusions to Minoan Crete in modern architecture, and
also discusses archaeological reconstructions; the second presents examples from the
visual and performing arts (as well as other cultural practices) illustrating how Minoan
Crete has been enlisted to explore and challenge questions of Orientalism, religion,
sexuality, and gender relations; the third focuses on literature, and shows how the
distant Minoan past has been used to interrogate critically more recent Greek history.
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The analysis of stable isotope ratios of carbon and nitrogen in bone collagen provides a
powerful tool for reconstructing past diets, since it provides the only direct evidence of
the foods that were actually consumed. The chapters that comprise this volume
describe the application of this methodology to the archaeology of Greece, a country
whose archaeobotanical remains have been isotopically studied more extensively than
any other place in the world. The archaeological issues that can be addressed using
stable isotope methods include the importance of fishing; the possible early
introduction of millet; the nature of childrearing including weaning age and weaning
foods; temporal shifts in protein consumption; differential access to certain foods
associated with social status as well as gender and age; and cultural differences in
dietary patterns. Additionally, diet is strongly correlated with health or stress markers in
the teeth and bones. Knowing what people ate has vital implications for our
understanding of past environments and economies, subsistence strategies, and
nutrition.
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While the analysis of stone tools has been a cornerstone of prehistoric archaeology
since its inception, their role in the study of Greek sites gained greater traction only in
the 1950s. In the intervening 60 years, foreign scholars have produced a great many
lithic studies. Over the past three decades, the number of Greek archaeologists who
study stone tools has increased significantly and they have added a plethora of material
to the literature, at both the substantive and theoretical levels. A key goal of this volume
is to highlight these contributions. It was our impression when we began that in some
ways lithic studies had been overshadowed by advances in other areas; the
environment, diet and genetics. However, the chapters amply demonstrate the
sophistication of the sub-discipline and how it has added to our understanding of
ancient life in the Aegean. Despite their mundane appearance and uses, stone tools
provide critical information about the economic structure of the prehistoric and historic
periods in Greece, including craft specialisation, procurement of raw material and trade.

With these goals in mind it was decided to put together a volume of collected papers
that would show the current state of lithics research in Greece; a snapshot of where we
are, how we got here and where lithics studies may be heading. We invited established
scholars and members of the new generation of lithic specialists working in Greece to
submit examples of their research. Our aim was to include contributions that were
accessible and highlighted new approaches. We focused specifically on chipped stone
because this material was used throughout the long human occupation of the region. In
addition, the expertise of the editors is the study of flaked stone. We do not question
the value of studies focusing on other uses of stone, but felt that chipped stone is
sufficiently broad a topic area to warrant such a focused volume. In a collection of this
type, the contributions will be a reflection of many things, including the interests of
authors who in the end submitted papers. It is important that readers bear this in mind
when assessing the book’s coverage. The time it has taken to bring this project to
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fruition has also meant that many new lithic specialists have begun their careers in the

intervening years, a welcome development.
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This volume treats in detail the pottery from the settlement on the islet of Dhaskalio,
whose excavation is described in Volume | of the series. Much of the importance of this
material lies in the undisturbed stratigraphy of the settlement, a fact that allowed for
the recognition of three successive phases of occupation of the site with considerable
ceramic continuity between them, as well as for safe inferences about its chronology,
with wider implications for the later Early Bronze Age of the Cyclades. Other important
aspects of this pottery are its considerable regionalism and the fact that it is almost in its
entirety imported. The study of the pottery and other finds from the site suggest that
the settlement at Dhaskalio may have operated primarily as a place for periodic rather
than permanent habitation and that its function was most probably connected with the
rituals practiced at the opposite Special Deposits at Kavos. The character of Deposits at
Kavos seems to have declined, and the site may increasingly have grown to be a centre
of commercial exchange with other islands and areas.

Caldera-forming eruptions of island volcanoes generate tsunamis by the interaction of
different eruptive phenomena with the sea. Such tsunamis are a major hazard, but
forward models of their impacts are limited by poor understanding of source
mechanisms. The caldera-forming eruption of Santorini in the Late Bronze Age is known
to have been tsunamigenic, and caldera collapse has been proposed as a mechanism.
Here, we present bathymetric and seismic evidence showing that the caldera was not
open to the sea during the main phase of the eruption, but was flooded once the
eruption had finished. Inflow of water and associated landsliding cut a deep, 2.0-
2.5 km?, submarine channel, thus filling the caldera in less than a couple of days. If, as at
most such volcanoes, caldera collapse occurred syn-eruptively, then it cannot have
generated tsunamis. Entry of pyroclastic flows into the sea, combined with slumping of
submarine pyroclastic accumulations, were the main mechanisms of tsunami
production.

Large scale anthropogenic reduction of forest cover in Last Glacial Maximum Europe

Reconstructions of the vegetation of Europe during the Last Glacial Maximum (LGM) are
an enigma. Pollen-based analyses have suggested that Europe was largely covered by
steppe and tundra, and forests persisted only in small refugia. Climate-vegetation model
simulations on the other hand have consistently suggested that broad areas of Europe
would have been suitable for forest, even in the depths of the last glaciation. Here we
reconcile models with data by demonstrating that the highly mobile groups of hunter-
gatherers that inhabited Europe at the LGM could have substantially reduced forest
cover through the ignition of wildfires. Similar to hunter-gatherers of the more recent
past, Upper Paleolithic humans were masters of the use of fire, and preferred inhabiting
semi-open landscapes to facilitate foraging, hunting and travel. Incorporating human
agency into a dynamic vegetation-fire model and simulating forest cover shows that
even small increases in wildfire frequency over natural background levels resulted in
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large changes in the forested area of Europe, in part because trees were already
stressed by low atmospheric CO, concentrations and the cold, dry, and highly variable
climate. Our results suggest that the impact of humans on the glacial landscape of
Europe may be one of the earliest large-scale anthropogenic modifications of the earth
system.

When we look into western Anatolia in the LH llIC period, an increase in Mycenaean
pottery is observed in comparison with the preceding periods along the coast in
settlements like Panaztepe, Liman Tepe, Bademgedigi Tepe, Kadikalesi, Miletos, and
Cine-Tepecik. In this article, | argue that the relative increase in Mycenaean artifacts on
the Anatolian west coast relates to Mycenaean immigrants, rather than merchants
making use of the political gap in western Anatolia. The distribution pattern of
Mycenaean artifacts on the Anatolian west coast was, however, not uniform, and
various sites and regions, most notably Troy, experienced an influx of Balkan influence,
whilst Mycenaean cultural influence apparently dwindled.

Phantom Trojans at the Dardanelles?

The assumption that a Trojan War took place in the so-called Troas at the Dardanelles
depends on the belief that there once existed a population called Troes in this region, as
the llias maintains. However, the Troes in the llias do not carry Anatolian, but only Greek
and Thracian or lllyrian names; there is no Trojan identity. Furthermore, in ancient
literature the existence of a people called Troes is not mentioned outside the legend of
the Trojan War. Ancient geographers, too, knew about a region called Troie/Troas only
from the llias and were uncertain about how to define it. Besides the Troes, the llias
locates several other populations in the Troie, among them Dardanoi, Pelasgoi and
Leleges. According to other Greek authors, however, Pelasgoi and Leleges lived in
Greece. Of all peoples mentioned in the llias, only the partly lllyrian, partly Thracian
Dardanoi can be proved to have inhabited the Troas. They left their traces not only in
the name of the Dardanelles and the polis Dardanos, but also in other geographical,
topographical and personal names of the region - and in the Trojan myth. In the llias,
Troes and Dardanoi is a standard formula to denote the nation of Priamos’ kingdom. The
Dardanoi even mark the beginnings of this nation; Dardanos is the forefather, the
ancestor of the Troes and of their royal house whose members are called Dardanidai.
Aineias is the leader of the Dardanoi-troops. A Balkanic population must have
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immigrated to Northwest Asia Minor around 1200 at the latest, as is demonstrated by
Balkanic pottery from hill Hisarlik. But Dardanoi/Dardanija are attested already in
Egyptian documents towards the end of the 14th century and, along with troops from
other Anatolian regions, as a contingent in the Hittite army in the battle of Qadesh in
1274. Already in those times they must have lived at the Dardanelles. This means that in
the Late Bronze Age the region of the Troas was probably called Dardanija and certainly
not Wilusa, which was clearly situated in Southwest Asia Minor.

It is notable that, in contrast to the fictitious Trojans, the Dardanoi who according to the
Trojan legend were equally involved in the Trojan disaster, did not disappear from the
region, but continued to live there into the Iron Age and met with the Aeolian Greeks
who immigrated into the region, probably from the 11% century on. These immigrants
carried the tale of a war between Achill’s Achaeans against other tribes of Central and
Northern Greece, like the Pelasgians, Leleges, Dryopes, and the Troes with their leader
Hektor, to the Dardanelles and fixed it at the Bronze Age walls on hill Hisarlik. They
integrated the Dardanoi into this story. The poet of the llias continued this melting of
traditions into the Trojan legend, e.g. by transferring to the Dardanelles conflicts
between Cretan heroes/towns, those between the Lycians and the Rhodians and the
bravery of Lycian condottieri with their troops in battles fought in Western Asia Minor.
Troes never existed at the Dardanelles. They were annihilated by Achill’s Achaeans in a
war in Central Greece and disappeared from history like other Greek tribes of the Early
Iron Age. That war was transferred to the Dardanelles in a similar way as the Nibelungen
Saga transferred the battle between the Burgundians and the Huns from the Rhine to
the Middle Danube.

Cutting-edge technology and knowhow of Minoans/Myceneans during LBA and possible

In the present paper, the material evidence, in LBA, both for the technological level of
Minoan/Mycenaean Greece, mainland-islands-Crete, and the image emerging from the
archaeological finds of the wider area of Asia Minor, Land of Hatti, Cyprus, and Egypt,
are combined in order to draw conclusions regarding international relations and
exchanges. This period of on the one hand prosperity with conspicuous consumption
and military expansion, on the other hand as well of decline and degradation of power
are considered in relation with the ability of performing overseas raids of Mycenaean
Greeks.

Contrary to current thinking, we argue that Pu,-ke-qi-ri,
the person who appears to have recorded or received the gifts listed in this tablet, was
not necessarily a male, and that an argument can be made that this person was
attached to the household of the Queen. In addition, we propose that the da-mo-ko-ro,
the official whose appointment is mentioned in the same text, may be compared to the
Hittite "“M® AGRIG, the keeper of royal storerooms.

La couleur dans l'iconographie minoenne et mycénienne : formes artistiques et réalité

Colour constitutes a fundamental category in art, craft, language, and culture of the
Aegean Bronze Age. This article aims at defining the development of the comprehension
of colours as well as a classification of chromatic taste in the arts of Aegean prehistory.
In the course of the third and second millennia BCE, a development of colour use can be
defined in three stages. In the Early Bronze Age red was the predominant colour. During
the period of the Old Palaces of Crete colour became detached from the concrete object
and possessed a purely decorative character. Although the arts of Neopalarial Crete as
well as those of Mycenaean Greece are dominated by a polychrome iconography, the
application of colours allows us to recognize a tendency of representing objects in an
unrealistic, abstract, spontaneous and expressive manner. As a consequence, colour
constitutes one of the few media which allow us to approach the mentalities of Minoans
and Mycenaeans.

Materiality and script: constructing a narrative on the Minoan inscribed axe from the
Arkalochori cave

This paper aims to deduce episodes of the cultural biography of the inscribed bronze
double axe from the sacred cave at Arkalochori in central Crete by focusing on its
materiality and by examining the context of both its production and the reception of its
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undeciphered inscription. A discussion of the technicalities involved in the making of its
fifteen signs and new evidence stemming from the recent restoration of the axe helps to
review its inscription. It is also suggested that the symbolic reception of the double axe
may be decoded through examining its performative capacities and considering the
possibility of its final use in display and deposition rites taking place in the cave. It is
argued that metalsmiths were definitely among the social agents participating in the
deposition, possibly because of an obligation to return to the earth a portion of the
objects produced from the raw materials generated by it. Part of the prestige metal
votives deposited in the cave may also be the result of the competition of local elites or
a social class with military associations, manifesting in ostentatious display and
distinction.

Funerary behavior and social identities in LM Ill Crete: the evidence from the chamber
tombs at Ligortyno

Discovered in the late 19" century, the two chamber tombs at Ligortyno in the eastern
Mesara rapidly entered the archaeological literature thanks to the extraordinary quality
and excellent state of conservation of the ceramic materials found inside them. Yet the
archaeological evidence from Ligortyno has never been studied as funerary assemblages
and as a source useful for improving our understanding of the social world of the people
buried in the two tombs. This article aims to fill this gap, first of all through a formal and
contextual analysis of the tombs and the material collected inside them. These results
will then be used to reconstruct the rites performed on the occasion of the burials, and
to shed light on the way in which the funerary domain was employed to enhance the
social realities of family groups living in south-central Crete in the 14™ and 13" centuries
BC.

The royal and the layman? Possible onomastics on Late Bronze Age clay balls

This article proposes to cast new light on the role played by small spherical objects
inscribed in the undeciphered Cypro-Minoan script, dating to the very end of the Bronze
Age, defined as clay balls. It is argued that the inscriptions bear personal names of (at
least some) high-profile individuals active in Cypriot urban societies, and responsible for
overseeing industrial and cultic activities in more than one centre on the island. In
advancing such conclusions, this contribution also offers a revised interpretation of two
short inscriptions attested on two clay balls from Ras Shamra-Ugarit in Syria, inscribed in
the cuneiform script. The cross-comparison will also include a contextual and epigraphic
analysis of a typologically identical object recently discovered at Tiryns, Greece and
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dating to the same period. To corroborate these hypotheses, other Cypriot texts, such as
a clay cylinder found at Enkomi, will be included in the discussion, together with
cuneiform texts found in kilns at Ugarit, the so-called tablettes du four, to elucidate the
function and subject-matter of clay balls in general.

When diversity matters: exploring funerary evidence in Middle Minoan Ill Crete

Aside from limited studies on individual cemeteries or tomb types, analysis of Middle
Minoan lll funerary evidence has remained in the shadow. Reasons can be found in the
dearth of archaeological remains, and it is useful to remember that most of the evidence
for this period, both domestic and funerary, derived mainly from sites occupied in the
following period (Late Minoan IA) and destroyed in Late Minoan IB. By collecting
information on tomb architecture, cemetery distribution and burial assemblages the
paper aims to investigate the development and regionalism of burial practices during
Middle Minoan Ill, and to explore aspects of the social and political landscape. In
particular, the north-central and south-central Crete will be considered to be
paradigmatic in understanding how burial choices were strictly related to different
polities and social realities. The variety of burial practices among different regions of the
island is also highlighted and provides significant evidence for the transitional stage of
Middle Minoan Il that saw regional shifts after the destruction of the first Palaces and
before the reconstruction of new centres of power.

A royan gift? Bulk grain storage in Protopalatial and Neopalatial Crete

Recent years have witnessed a growing interest of Aegean archaeologists in methods of
guantifying the subsistence economy in order to obtain a better idea of which parts of
society were either economically dependent or in charge respectively. Quantification of
subsistence levels has its difficulties since it involves a series of factors - such as diet
composition or human daily caloric need — that have to be dealt with before the actual
calculations. In this article, it is argued, firstly, that the Minoan palaces of both the
Protopalatial and Neopalatial periods cannot be seen as centres for communal
redistribution of staple goods since their storage capacities could not match this task by
any means. In fact, they were storing goods only for themselves. Secondly, the
interpretation of the Minoan kouloures, or underground pits in the west courts of
Knossos and Phaistos, as granaries is reinforced, particularly on the basis of Hittite
analogies. Since these long-term stores — when opened — had to be emptied entirely,
their function within the Protopalatial economy could be considered either as reserves
for the palace inhabitants in times of need, or as central elements of collective ritual
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activities taking place in the west courts, such as the distribution of grain rations to the
community at large.
